TECHNICAL AREA - To perhaps help avoid problems for the coming season can all Clubs please be aware of the following: 

The number of officials and players seated on the team benches in the designated technical area shall not exceed 11 unless the benches include 11 individual seats. 
Only one person at a time has the authority to convey instructions during the match from the designated technical area. All team officials and substitutes seated on the bench, including the physio, shall be listed on the team sheet and only those listed on the team sheet shall be permitted in the technical area. 
The occupants of the technical area must behave in a responsible manner at all times and Match officials will report any breach of behaviour to the FA who have the power to impose sanctions as seen fit. The League will also continue its “name and shame” policy in such cases.

PITCH SURROUNDINGS - On a wider basis no people other than above should be inside the barrier whilst a match is in progress and that includes photographers – this is for the safety of both the players and those concerned.

Hamworthy United 1-2 GE Hamble (Premier Division)

There were a few disappointed Hamworthy faces both on and off the field at the end of the ninety minutes. After taking the lead with a very well worked goal fifteen minutes from time, the Hammers proceeded to lose the game with two lapses of concentration in the last ten minutes. Hambles's name was not the only change that they have made this season. They fielded several new faces and are a lot bigger, stronger and more experienced team this time round. On this showing they should be end the season in at least a top six position. All this said the Hammers matched Hamble for most of the match, and created more and better goal scoring opportunities than their opponents over the ninety minutes.
