Totton & Eling 3-1 Alresford Town (Premier Division) – TUESDAY 6th September

T&E extended Alresford’s losing streak to four matches on Tuesday night at Millers Park after a game that was more even than the scoreline would suggest. It had rained all day, producing a slick, flat surface that encouraged passing football.  Although the strong wind blowing the length of the pitch caused problems for both sides, the match soon settled down into a pattern of fast, attacking play. The home side took the lead on five minutes with the game’s first meaningful attack on goal.  Matt Monk’s sweetly-struck shot had the benefit of the gale behind it, but Magpies keeper Chris Waller managed to parry it.  Craig Feeney reacted quickest, but Waller somehow managed to beat out his shot too before the second rebound fell to Steve Jenkin, who made no mistake. Simon Everett cleared a goalbound header off the line after Phil Ward had been left unmarked at a corner, while Alresford came close when Josh Warren unleashed a fierce cross-shot that just flew past the right-hand upright.
