CHAIRMANS REPORT

CLUB NEWS

BOURNEMOUTH POPPIES – BLACKFIELD & LANGLEY v BOURNEMOUTH POPPIES, a fixture due to be played on Saturday 12th November has been postponed due to the death of Poppies’ President, Ernie Stimpson. 

The Funeral of Ernie Stimpson will be at 12 noon on Friday 11 November at Victoria Park Methodist Church. That's the one on (main) Wimborne Road in Winton, not far from Victoria Park, Bournemouth Poppies’ home ground. Afterwards the wake is at Hamworthy Social Club, Magna Road, home of Hamworthy Recreation FC of the Dorset Premier Division. 
Donations to W Smith & Sons in Winton- monies raised will be split between Alzheimers and McMillan Cancer Unit in Christchurch. 
The following has been written about Ernie Stimpson but Club Secretary, Mike Robins:

“All at the club will miss Ernie. He was at every home game, and even when really ill he would be able to watch from his house.

When I first became involved at the Vic I already knew about him and found him a charming man always wanting to know about the game and ready to talk football and his story at the club- a pleasure to work alongside him there.

There's not many guys of his age who would drive to an away game, but occasionally Ernie would do that- most recently the Bashley game, and indeed made the long journey to Truro in the company of myself and Chairman Bob Corbin- a long day for everyone with him not getting home until just after 2am!!

The Bemerton game was just like any other game at the Vic but with Dave Bragginton out of action with a broken ankle, Ernie stepped into the breach in the Boardroom with interval tea and biscuits sorted in good order. After the match he was also in the clubhouse talking football with players and supporters alike as he usually would.

His assistance on match days was always welcome. Usually there from noon getting the boardroom ready and generally helping out when he could, often the first person at the Ground that visiting teams and officials would see. He will be extremely difficult to replace, so loyal and dedicated to the club he will be sorely missed- a Legend.”

BRADING TOWN - Steve Brougham has stepped down from his role as Manager of Brading Town. Brougham took over in 2008 after having managed the reserve side before then. The club thanks him for everything he has done for the club, on and off the field, and wish him every success in the future. The club, in the meantime, will be searching for a new manager and hope to have someone in place in a couple of weeks. Steve Lawton has agreed to look after the first team for the next two home games.

CHRISTCHURCH - Christchurch manager, Graham Kemp, has been linked with the vacant manager's position at Blue Square Bet South side, Dorchester Town. Kemp has confirmed "I haven't applied. I had a phone call from someone connected with Dorchester on Saturday, just to say that there was a bit of following on the fans' forums and around Dorchester. But that is a jump of three leagues and I wouldn't expect them to take a chance on me. Without speaking out of turn, like any player or anyone involved in football, you would be interested in a jump of three leagues. It would be something that anyone with ambition would show an interest in, but I haven't applied and I won't apply. I am manager of Christchurch and am flattered to be linked with that sort of position." 
Other names that have been linked with the position are Joe Roach, former AFC Bournemouth Head of Youth, along with Tom Killick, manager of Poole Town, Alex Browne, former Wimborne Town Manager, and his brother, Simon, who is currently in charge at fellow Premier Division side, Hamworthy United.
However, Mark Duffy, Chairman of Christchurch FC, has spoken of Graham Kemp’s link with Dorchester Town, “Graham Kemp, along with others has been linked to the vacancy at Dorchester but has not applied for the post but is very happy at Church and is pleased with the results his team have been achieving against the odds, with ourselves being a non-paying club.”

Elsewhere at Christchurch this week, Reserve team managers Robbie Elliot and Ryan Chard were approached by Laverstock and Ford regarding their vacancy but have decided to stay at the Club to see through their Wyvern League campaign with the players they have brought to the Club.
Also, The new changing room development has undergone a bit of a surge recently and the building will be at plate level by next week (i.e. ready for a roof), though funds have now ran out again so the Club are actively looking for support from local businesses in terms of materials and donations to at least get a roof on the build before the bad weather starts and protect the work that has been done, the Club would be extremely grateful for any support. WHAT’S ON NEXT WEEK?

On Monday night in the League Cup, Premier Division leaders, BEMERTON HEATH HARLEQUINS are in action at home against HAMWORTHY UNITED. Hammers boss, Simon Browne, has this week said of Hamworthy’s Cup exploits this season, “I am beginning to get paranoid that we cannot win a cup game as that is now three cup competitions this season where we have fallen at the first hurdle”. Meanwhile, Bemerton will looking to improve upon their 2-2 draw at Hayling United in the league last week. 
On Tuesday night, also in the League Cup, ALRESFORD TOWN host fellow Premier Division side, MONEYFIELDS.
