WINCHESTER CITY - Young people in Winchester are being encouraged to join an elite football training programme on offer at Winchester City FC that helps develop their skills to professional levels.

The Winchester City FC Youth Teams, for children aged between 9 and 16, play matches against non-league and professional football clubs on Saturday mornings.

BRIEF RESUME
Born in Gosport 1918 - Moved to Twyford at the age of 7 - Represented Hampshire in the Long Jump at 14 - Played football for Twyford 1937 til outbreak of war - Called up to war in 1939 - Part of the doomed "Expeditionary Force" which marched through the low countries only to be driven 200 miles back to Dunkirk by Hitler's Nazi's - Escaped back to England on a Royal Navy Destroyer - Sailed back to Tunisia after retraining in Mapelthorpe with the "1st Army Hampshire Regiment" - Taken prisoner of war to Palermo after the famous "Battle Of Tebourba" a 4 day battle with heavy casualties - Spent time in 4 camps flown to Palermo in a German aircraft - Escaped from prisoner of war when his Italian guards deserted, by train to Milan and then through Switzerland and home to England - Played cricket for Twyford after the war - then joined "Hyde Ramblers" which subsequently became Winchester CC - Played in a Winchester Representative side against Hampshire & scored a 50 - Member of a very successful team under the captaincy of the late John Macey - Returned to Twyford CC in 1970 - headed batting & bowling for 3 successive seasons & played representative cricket for Winchester & District Cricket Club's Association from 1948-1957 - Awarded the Association Badge for his services to cricket - sadly passed away at the age of 92 - funeral service Twyford Church on Tuesday 28th June 2011 2 pm.
